The book of Daniel can be divided into eight parts: 1) Daniel’s early life in the Babylonian court, 2)
Nebuchadnezzar’s vision of the image, 3) The deliverance of the three Hebrew youths from the fiery furnace, 4)
The vision and humbling of Nebuchadnezzar, 5) Daniel’s experiences under Belshazzar and Darius, 6) Daniel’s
vision of the four beasts, 7) The prophecy of the defeat of the Persians by the Greeks, and the desecration of the
Temple, 8) Daniel’s prayer and the prophecy of the Seventy Weeks. The author of this book is Daniel. Listed
below are questions on the book of Daniel.
